This presentation will appreciate the sporadic
contributions, elements, and characteristics possessed by different African countries and offer a compact
analysis of how these countries can formally structure a comprehensive digital foreign policy framework as
done in Europe and how countries, through institutions, can strive towards digital sovereignty using available
resources, and how to leverage on digital diplomacy which is developed and developing in many African
states.
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
