
DRD Travel Grant

TERMS AND CONDITIONS


1. PURPOSE AND CATEGORIES

1.1 To undertake a research visit abroad (outgoing) of at least 5 work days:

· Meeting with a researcher or research team abroad to plan a collaborative research project and funding application, and/or
· Meeting with a researcher abroad to collaborate on a joint scientific publication output, and/or
· Meeting with a researcher or research team abroad as part of an existing collaborative project (could include doctoral research or research during study leave), and/or
· Visiting archives or doing field work as part of an existing collaborative project, and/or
· Accessing specialised equipment that is not available at Stellenbosch University, regionally or nationally
1.2 Please note that this category is not intended for:
· travelling within SA
· funding the travel of a keynote/other speaker to SA for conference purposes only

2. ELIGIBILITY

2.1 Full-time academic staff (C1) in all disciplines are welcome to apply. Staff members appointed on contract for two years or more may also apply but must have at least 18 months remaining on their term appointment.
2.2 Minimum Masters for outgoing applications.
2.3 Applicant applying to access specialised equipment abroad must apply to NRF’s Equipment-Related Travel and Training Grants. 
2.4 Applicants who will also attend a conference directly before or after their visit must apply to NRF’s KIC for the conference.

3. CRITERIA

3.1 Applicants who are early career researchers (busy with PhD or within 10 years after PhD, or equivalent research experience) will get preference. However, deserving applications from established researchers will also be considered.
3.2 Applicants who have not received a DRD travel grant (irrespective of category) in the past 24 months will get preference.
3.3 The DRD Travel Grant – Research Visits will supplement funds obtained from other sources (e.g. Dean’s fund), as the grant award will not exceed 50% of the total costs. The maximum that can be awarded is R20 000. Failure to provide proof of supplementary funding will disqualify an application.
3.4 If more than one applicant from the same Department applies for a travel grant to undertake the same visit, only one grant will be awarded to the Department. Funding could be awarded at the discretion of the Dean and relevant Chair, either to one of the applicants, or divided among the applicants.
3.5 Funding prior to the closing date of the application (in the respective cycles) will not be considered. 
4. FUNDING

4.1 Please note that the award of the DRD Travel Grant – Research Visits is made on a competitive basis, and that limited funding is available.
4.2 The DRD Research Visit Grant (outgoing) will fund up to R20 000.00 and/or will not exceed 50% of the projected budget. 
4.3 Compulsory documents:
a. Confirmation of supplementary funding must be provided.
b. Quotations for costs (e.g. flights, accommodation, etc.) must be attached to the application.
c. The budget should be provided, per budget line item, in Part 9 of the application form. Also, indicate amounts for items sponsored by the host institution abroad.

5. APPLICATION PROCEDURES

5.1 A pdf copy of the application with all the required signatures and attachments (see checklist on the application form) must be submitted electronically to Dominique Meyer (dominiquem@sun.ac.za) by the deadline stated in the call e-mail.
5.2 Late or incomplete applications will not be considered. It is the responsibility of the applicant to ensure that the relevant Head of Department/Dean has enough time to endorse the application.
5.3 The application outcomes will be released within four weeks after the application deadline.
5.4 The application outcomes will be announced by the middle of October.
6. REPORTING

Grant holders must submit a short report within three months after the visit. 

7. AUTHORISATION
Application forms must be signed by the Head of Department or equivalent manager. Unsigned forms will not be accepted.
